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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the selected economics factors affecting the export of
Thailand’s important goods to ASEAN Countries, which are Malaysia, Indonesia, Singapore,
Vietnam, and Philippines, and also to examine the long term relationships between the selected
economics factors and the export values. The variables under this study firstly included the export
values of Thailand’s important goods, the gross domestic product, Inflation rate, exchange rate,
and producer price index. The data were collected annually from year 2002-2012 and estimated
by using panel pooled mean group method.

The result of this study indicated that the gross domestic product, exchange rate, and
producer price index are directly related to the export values but Inflation rate is inversely related
with the export values.

Also, the selected economics factors of every country had a long term relationship with
the export values except Malaysia. The selected economics factors of Malaysia did not related
with the export values of Motor cars, parts and accessories. If there are changes in any economics

factors, the ASEAN countries can adjust themselves to equilibrium quite fast.
