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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to study about the potential of Community Village Fund in a good level
and Effective Community Financial Institute.

Data studied were primary data collected by using questionnaires with 200 members and
30 committees of Community Financial Institute. Data were analysis by descriptive statistics
which are frequency and percentage.

The results from studying the potential in terms of structure of Community Financial
Institute showed that: 1) the majority of Community Financial Institute members were male aged
between 41-50 years old, married statuses, educated at secondary school level or equivalence 2)
the majority of Community Financial Institute committees were male aged between 41-50 years
old, educated at secondary school, working as business owners, head of the village or village
committees.

The results from studying the potential in terms of knowledge and understanding about
the Community Financial Institute showed that both members and committees of Community
Financial Institute had great knowledge.

The results from studying the potential in terms of participation on the operation of the
Community Financial Institute showed that both members and committees of Community

Financial Institute had good level in participation on the operation.
