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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to comprehend student disciplinary affairs administration
of Metasuksa School under the royal patronage of Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, Chiang Mai
Province. The respondents used in this study were 22 teachers, 38 student commissions of
Metasuksa School under the royal patronage of Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn in the academic
year 2010, and 10 honorary persons. The tools used in this study were a questionnaire and an
interview form concerning the subject matter. The data gained was then analyzed by using
frequency and percentage. The result of the study can be summarized as follows:

The situation of student disciplinary affairs administration in an aspect of planning,
it found that there conducted rules and regulation concerning student disciplinary affairs
administration as every party participated and is generally known to all parties. The problem was
that the planning of activities was not precise and lacked of cooperation from each department.

It is suggested that there should be a plan that every party work together. Also, the plan should be
known and understood by everyone.

In an aspect of student disciplinary affairs administration, it found that the students were

given an opportunity to arrange activities that promote the disciplinary affairs administration.



It is suggested that the scope of work should be deliberately studied and implemented. At some
point, it is appropriated to set up the meeting to explain roles and duties.

In an aspect of promotion of disciplinary affairs among students, it found that there was
a planning on activities to promote disciplinary affairs among student appropriately. The problem
was that some students lacked of desirable moral and ethics. It is suggested that every teacher
should realize and cooperate in seriously nurturing the students with moral and ethics.

In an aspect of prevention of improper behaviors of students, it found that parents and
students worked together to prevent and fix improper behaviors. The problem was that teachers
had different working attitude. It is suggested that there should be precise punishment for students
who violate the rules by which everyone is deemed to comply with.

In an aspect of democratic promotion, it found that the students were promoted to arrange
an activity together to promote democratic thought in the school. The problem was that there was
less to none the activity concerning democracy. It is suggested that there should be more trainings
held on consecutive basis which implants the concept of democracy

In an aspect of evaluation of student disciplinary affairs administration, it found that
there was the evaluation; having set up commissions for evaluation and the evaluation’s result
was applied for planning in the following year. The problem was that students and parents did not
take much part in evaluating the student disciplinary affairs administration as it should be. It is
suggested that the administration should involve students and parents to evaluation the operation

and it should be done on consecutive basis, including presenting a report to every concerned

party.
