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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to study the Buddhism way school administration process as
perceived by concerned people, who were a school administrator, groups of teachers, students and
guardians, and Basic Education Commission, at Ban Mae Jong School, Doi Saket District, Chiang
Mai Province, in the academic year of 2011, totaling 120 people. The tools used in this study
were a questionnaire and an interview form. From the study, it found that there were opinions in
high and highest levels in every aspect whether input, production process and impact from the
study under the concept of “Buddhism way is the way of life”. Having 20 developmental
activities according to the Buddhism way, it applied the three studies to learning activities so that
the learners would develop their morality, concentration and wisdom. In particular, this created
quality and satisfaction among the concerned parties at Ban Mae Jong School. It was also
suggested that there should be continuous self-development in morality and ethics by seeking and
creating a network both in sub-district level, district level, provincial level, regional level and

national level, which might tie up between educational places.
