ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to comprehend the efficiency and effectiveness of the kindergarten
institute curriculum management of Children’s Garden School. The respondents of this study
were consisted of 1 school administrator, 1 deputy director of academic affair, 1 deputy director
of general administration, 8 kindergarten teachers and 120 parents of the students in kindergarten
level 1 — 3. The tool used in this study were the literature review and primary information gained
from the contexts of the leading inclusive schools and a questionnaire regarding efficiency and
effectiveness of the kindergarten institute curriculum management of Children’s Garden School.
The data, having been collected by applied those research tools with the respondents, was then
analyzed by descriptive technique and using percentage, average and standard deviation.

The results of the study found that:

1. In an aspect of the contexts which was consisted of the curriculum structure, objectives
of the curriculum, it found that according to the opinions of school administrators and teacher, the
appropriateness was in the highest level at 4.97, and according to the opinions of the parents, the
appropriateness was in high level at 4.34. For the structure and objective of the curriculum, they
were precise by emphasizing on development of physical, mental, social and intellectual means

that are suitable to their age.



2. In an aspect of primary factors which were consisted of building, classroom
conditions, tools, media and readiness of classroom teachers, it found that according to the
opinions of school administrators and teacher, the appropriateness was in the highest level at 4.97,
while according to the opinions of the parents, the appropriateness was in high level at 4.45.
Teachers were ready and factors facilitated to the learning of the kindergarten children.

3. In an aspect of process which was consisted of 6 arranged routine activities,
measurement and evaluation method, and orientation, it found that according to the opinions of
school administrators and teacher, the appropriateness was in the highest level at 4.98, while
according to the opinions of the parents, the appropriateness was in high level at 4.52. There were
variety of learning process that emphasizes on the learner and there were rounded evaluation of
the students according to the actual circumstance.

4. In an aspect of productivity which was consisted of desirable characteristics, it found
that according to the opinions of school administrators and teacher, the appropriateness was in the
highest level at 5.00, while according to the opinions of the parents, the appropriateness was in
high level at 4.46. The educational institute aimed to arrange the learning that is corresponding
with desirable characteristics as per their age by developing their physical, mental, social and
intellectual means that are suitable to their age.

5. In an aspect of the problem of inappropriate ration between teacher and students which
was because the number of student per one room excesses the criteria, it is suggested that teacher
assistants should be recruited for every classroom in order to thoroughly and safely take care the

children.
