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ABSTRACT

This independent study has 2 objectives as follows: 1) to study the problem in connection
with the operation of students’ behavior promotion and development; and 2) to study guidelines
of students’ behavior promotion and development of Kawila Anukul School, Mueang Chiang Mai
District. The research methodology was consisted of 3 steps as follows: 1) to study the problem
and guidelines of students’ behavior promotion and development, which was conducted by using
a questionnaire to collect the data towards school administrators, teachers and educational
personnel of Kawila Anukul School in Chiang Mai Province, and whose result was then analyzed
by mean and standard deviation; 2) to draft a guideline in promoting and developing students’
behavior, which was conducted by focus group discussion towards 9 heads and committees
whose task involves with students’ behavior promotion and development, and whose result was
then analyzed by an inductive reasoning; and 3) to examine the drafted guideline of students’
behavior promotion and development, which was conducted by appropriateness, possibility and
usefulness forms towards 5 honorary persons and school administrators, and whose result was
then analyzed by mean and standard deviation.

The result of the study found that the problems of student-aid system of Kawila Anukul
School, Mueang Chiang Mai District, which were comprised of 5 aspects as follows: 1) knowing
students individually, 2) student screening, 3) promotion and development, 4) prevention and

problem-solving, and 5) deliverance, in an overall image was in much level.



For the guidelines of students’ behavior promotion and development, it found that in an
aspect of knowing students individually, the management should set up a meeting of teachers and
personnel to promote, support and give importance to a data collecting tool used with each
individual student. Documentary forms, Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire (SDQ), student
screening criteria, student screening form and other document related to disability are necessarily
required to be conducted. Additionally, teachers, parents and all parties in concern with student-
aid system should be intensively given specific knowledge of student screening method where
they are allowed to jointly determine the student screening criteria so that they can follow the
same direction, and that the result of the screening should be further applied. In an aspect of
promotion and development, there should be a meeting of teachers and related personnel to draw
up a plan/project/activity promoting and developing student that extensively covers all groups of
student. In an aspect of prevention and problem-solving, there should be a separate room for
giving advice and arranging the skill training. Besides, the plan/project that supports all groups of
student should be conducted. In an aspect of deliverance, team working and internal and external
communication should be supported and promoted.

The result of possibility, appropriateness and usefulness of student’s behavior promotion

and development guidelines were found to be in the most level.
