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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to construct reading skills in
basic Thai words of Prathom Suksa 1 students through the whole language approach
learning plans and to study the results after using those plans. The target group included
20 Prathom Suksa 1 students enrolled in the second semester of 2012 academic year at
Anuban Pai (Wiang Tai), Pai district, Mae Hong Son province. The instruments used
included 9 Thai language reading skill learning plans each of which took 2 hours,
taking totally 18 teaching hours, and reading ability test containing 30 items.

The collected data were analyzed by computing means and percentages. The pre-test
and post-test scores were then compared with the set criterion of 25 percent.
The data were presented through tables with description.

The findings were summarized as follows:

The Basic Thai words reading skill learning plans through the whole
language approach for Phathom Suksa 1 student consisting 9 plans each of which
took 2 hours taking totally 18 teaching hours could develop reading skill of the
students. Student were found to have developed their skills in reading basic Thai word
after the study was statistically higher than that of the pre-test at 31.33 percent, which

was higher than set criterion of 25 percent.
