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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to investigate roles of special education teachers in
learning management for learning-disabled students with attention deficit and hyperactive
disorders in leading inclusive schools in Mueang District, Chiang Mai, during 2012 academic
year. The population of this study were 59 special education teachers concerning with learning
management for learning-disabled students with attention deficit and hyperactive disorders in
nine inclusive schools. Eighteen samples were selected by sample random sampling. Instrument
used was rating scale questionnaire. Collected data were analyzed through applications of mean
and non- structured In-depth Interview supported statistics data, analyzed the substance and
described to the narrative essay.

The findings were summarized as follows: teachers who answered the questionnaire
marked at high level in all aspects: The highest level included expression of affection, kindness
and being patient to take care toward learning-disabled students with attention deficit and
hyperactive disorders, followed by managing of physical and personal environment concerned,

and cooperation between parents and multi-specialists.
