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ABSTRACT

This independent study aims at exploring savings behavior of Burmese labors in
Samut Sakhon province. Samples of this study are specified to 200 legal Burmese labors
according to Thai Labor Law in ages of 18 years old or older. Questionnaires are selected to be
used as the tool to collect data. Data analysis is conducted by the use of descriptive statistics
namely frequency, percentage and mean.

The findings show that respondents are male in age of 18-25 years old, single, work
as employee of private company limited and earn monthly income at 8,001-12,000 Baht in
average. Their family status is found as relative/dependent. There are 3 dependent members (such
as father, mother and child who do not earn any income) whom they are supposed to take care of.
They have resided in Thailand for over than 6 years.

The results of the study on savings behavior and forms of savings present that the
majority applied general form of savings: allocating money for savings first, then, spending the
rest of it. When they thought to buy anything, they considered to its necessity and its utility.
Objective of their savings is for the precautionary demand for money, especially in cases of
emergency, sickness and senility. In the mean of savings for the precautionary demand for
money, they would like to be ensured that they had money for possible disbursement, especially
for real estate (at their homeland). They had been the savings depositor for the precautionary
demand for money for the period of 1-3 years. Along these saving periods, they saved money for

the precautionary demand for money regularly (every month).



The results of the study on savings behavior present that the respondents saved
money with the aims to increase their savings amount and to buy house or real estate at their
homeland. Their savings decision was done for the demands for money during their retirement
and senility, as well as for the emergency case, including sickness. The person who participated
in the savings was referred to their family member (father, mother, brother/sister and child) and
they did savings by themselves. As savings depositors, they saved the money every time when
being paid for compensations (regularly) and had set the savings plan; while some saved the
money at the time they needed to do so (occasionally saved money according to their
convenience). Their money savings were kept at varied outlets: themselves, family members such
as father, mother, brother or sister, husband or wife and bank. Their method of saving money was
applied when they needed to collect some money to buy real estate (at their homeland), to spend

for solving problems i.e. paying for debts and to buy gold.
