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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to study attitude of farmers in Supanburi province
towards purchasing bio-fertilizer of agriculturist for rice cultivation. Questionnaire was employed
as a tool to collect information from 400 samples of farmers who had used or purchased bio-
fertilizer for rice cultivation through quota sampling. All given data were analyzed by the
descriptive statistics composing of frequencies, percentages and means.

Based upon the results, it was found that most respondents were female whose
age ranges were between 25-35 years old, being single, finished primary school or lower
elementary. Most of them had farm size 5-10 rai and an average monthly income between 10,001-
20,000 Baht.

The study of attitudes in terms of respondents’ knowledge and understanding of
bio-fertilizer showed that 60.25 percent of the total respondents’ answer was correct. The highest
factor of understanding was that bio-fertilizer is environmentally friendly (97.50 percent of total
respondents).

In terms of respondents’ opinion towards marketing mixed factors, the
respondents agreed with all factors. The highest ranked factors for each category were as follows:

for product it was that bio-fertilizer had complete nutrients; for price it was the reasonable price in



relation to the quality; for place it was the availability of many distributors and stores; and for
promotion it was the availability of information through training or seminars.
In terms of respondents’ behavior towards bio-fertilizer, most of them would

introduce bio-fertilizer to others.
