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ABSTRACT

This Independent Study aimed to create the multimedia design for providing knowledge
on portfolio development for the applicants of Media Arts and Design Department, Chiang Mai

University, and to study the appropriate multimedia designing way for the target group.

The population consisted of 25 students from Communication Design Department,
Chiang Mai Rajabhat University. From the study of the samples’ requirement, the multimedia
website was made. The tools of this study were the evaluation form of website design to provide
the knowledge on portfolio development for the applicants of Media Arts and Design department,
Chiang Mai University, and the questionnaires measuring the satisfaction in 5 levels and 3
aspects; 1) the content, 2) the design, and 3) the benefit of application. The data was analyzed by

using Frequency, Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation.

The results found that the expert evaluated the website’s quality providing knowledge on
portfolio development for the applicants of Media Arts and Design department, Chiang Mai
University, in the most level ( X =4.13) and the satisfaction of the sample group to the website
providing knowledge on portfolio development for the applicants of Media Arts and Design

department, Chiang Mai University was in the most level ( X =4.22).
