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ABSTRACT

The study on students’ participation in solid waste management at Chiang Mai
University has three objectives as follows. (1) To study the personal motivation, media and
acknowledgement of information, and the students’ participation in solid waste management at
Chiang Mai University. (2) To study the relationship between the personal motivation and the
students’ participation in solid waste management at Chiang Mai University. (3) To study the
relationship between media, the students’ acknowledgement of information and the students’
participation in solid waste management at Chiang Mai University. The samples in the study were
370 freshmen residing at male dormitories number 2-7 and female dormitories number 1-9 in
Chiang Mai University’s campus. The area in the study was Chiang Mai University, the site near
Doi Suthep. Data were analyzed with descriptive statistics including frequency, percentage, and
standard deviation. The relationships were analyzed with Pearson’s correlation analysis. The
results of the study were as follows.

1. Students’ motivation in participating in the solid waste management at Chiang Mai
University was high. There were rare media about the students’ solid waste management at
Chiang Mai University. The students’ acknowledgement about the students’ solid waste
management at Chiang Mai University was high. The participation in the solid waste management

at Chiang Mai University was moderate.



2. The relationship between personal motivation and the students’ participation in solid
waste management at Chiang Mai University was found not conforming to the hypothesis that
there was no relationship between the two.

3. The relationship between the media, the students’ acknowledgement of information
and the students’ participation in the solid waste management at Chiang Mai University was
found conforming with the hypothesis that there was relationship between the two.

Moreover, the study showed that Chiang Mai University rarely carried out campaign and
public relations about the solid waste management for the students. Therefore, the University
should hold activities that encourage understanding and awareness towards the solid waste

management at Chiang Mai University.
