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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are as follows: 1) To study the current solid waste
management of the Monpin Sub-district Administrative Organization. 2) To study the factors
influencing the solid waste management of Monpin Sub-district Administrative Organization. 3)
To explore suitable guideline for solid waste management in Monpin sub-district and
participation guidelines for reducing household waste. Questionnaires were distributed to the
sample consisting of 384 residents. Guided interviews were conducted with community/village
heads, executives and officers of the Monpin Sub-district Administrative Organization. Data were
then analyzed with descriptive statistics including percentages and arithmetic means. The current
operation of solid waste management was analyzed by its content and descriptions.

The study found that the current solid waste management was unsuitable; the services did
not fully cover every community, planning with participation from communities was not
performed, and the services were not suitable for some community/village’s context such as
communities on highlands. The most suitable solid waste management plan in Monpin sub-
district was to establish public health and environment office under the supervision of the Monpin

Sub-district Administrative Organization. Proper human resources should be recruited to process



budget planning, coordinate with community/village heads, and consistently publish information
about solid waste management to the residents. Environmental, social, and managerial factors of
the Monpin Sub-district Administrative Organization that could affect solid waste management
should be considered. Since the members of community/village were the implementers of the
ideas, procedures, and activities, the office should try to understand its context and requirements
to create appropriate management processes for the community/village. This was where
community/village heads would play an important role in coordinating with the office. Regarding
the model in promoting household solid waste sorting, the model should yield the highest benefits
to the community/village. This was because the residents preferred activities that were
advantageous to themselves. The advantages and disadvantages of the activities should be
explained, which could later lead to discussions and development of suitable solid waste

management for the community/village.
