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ABSTRACT

The main objectives of this research were to study the people’s participation and their
problems in waste classification by focusing on planning, implementing, benefit sharing and
evaluation; and to find out the promotion measures of the people’s participation in waste
classification. The researcher used a set of questionnaires to collect data from 395 people living in
Srivijaya rd., Muang district, Chiang Mai province. The collected data were statistically
analyzed, using frequency distribution, percentage, means and standard deviation.

The results of the study were summarized as follows. The majority of population of this
study was females, between 21-30 years old, mostly completed the upper-secondary education
level, and engaged in merchandise living in Srivijaya rd., about 6-10 years. Most of them
perceived the information about waste classification from the municipality’s publications once a
month. The majority of household waste was rotten vegetables, fruits and food, of which each
family collected them together without separation and classification before discarding them away.

The people’s participation in waste classification consisted of 4 dimensions. Those were
the participation in planning, cooperation with the municipality or private agencies for mutually
supporting materials and equipment for the waste classification. The promotion covered a
participatory implementation, meeting organizing, training, publications, and knowledge

provision for the people in waste classification within the community. The findings indicated that



there was a moderate level of the people’s benefit sharing perception toward the community
budget saving in waste solution, and monitoring and evaluation in every dimension of waste
management and classification.

The problems of people’s participation in waste classification consisted of 4 categories.
Those were the problems in planning participation without any campaign, publication, knowledge
provision for the people on waste classification and involvement encouragement. The findings
also indicated that people lacked of knowledge in the right waste classification, resulting in
problems of implementation, benefit sharing, and neglecting the importance of income generating
from the classified waste selling. In sum, every dimension of participation in waste classification
was found at a moderate level. This study proposed a measure to promote the people’s
participation in waste classification by encouraging their awareness toward the importance and
cooperation in waste classification. The concerned organizations should provide financial support
in establishing a waste buying fund for the community, promote the people’s waste classification,
and the use of wet and damp waste from the people, including making use of the wet waste for

making fertilizer for self usage of the community.
