Abstract

This research entitled “Management of social-cultural and environmental impacts from
the changing of 1 textile production process of Nayangtay village, Numbak district, Luang
Phrabang province. The study aimed to (1) study the changing of local textile production process
to modern production process, (2) study the social-cultural and environment impacts from
changing of local textile production process to modern production process, and (3) study the
social — cultural and environment impacts solution. This research is a quality research which was
studied from related document and theories as well as field data collection. Research examples
were village’s key informants including 3 village leaders and 79 Tai Lue’s weaving group
members living in Nayangtai village. Research instruments were comprised of 3 deep interview
questionnaires. Deep interview, focus group, participating observation techniques were used for
data collection. The results were as follows:

Tai Lue weaving process in Ban Nayangtai had been transferred and carried from their
ancestors. The texture and models of weaving process had been developed all the time by
socialized learning experiences from their ancestor from one generation to another. It is a local
wisdom and Tai Lue’s identities by means of religious rituals and belief. At present, Tai Lue’s

socio-culture had been assimilated by Laotian culture. Therefore, some parts of Tai Lue textiles’



texture and models were mixed between Tai Lue and Laotian cultures. The local textile
production was changed from traditional to capital production which specifies more quantity and
modern marketing process. The changing process encouraged more quantity of productions and
modern technology to earn more profit rather than home used only. Modern production and
marketing promoted energy consumption and international trading

All the changes had been impacted to socio-cultural ways of life as follow: old Tai Lue
houses were rebuilt from wood house to concrete. Tai Lue’s attitude was valued modernized
consumerisms which damage to environment. Social relationship was changed from relative
system to individuality and community solidarity was limited. Further, texture and model design
transformation which was local wisdom was also reduced and substituted by modern technology.

The quantity of textile production were increased, however, Tai Lue’ local textile
production process in Nayangtai village had no impacts on natural resources and environment
when comparing with the government policy to authorize foreign companies’ forests and land
concession for planting Para rubber and maize. Nevertheless, the dyeing color process and
weaving process may be resulted chemical substances, water, air pollution, rubbish, polluted
water, toxin and small in to the earth. These results may impact both directly and indirectly to the
weavers and community.

The social—cultural and environmental impacts management for sustainable development,
government and related non—government organizations should encourage and develop local
textiles as a significant alternative career in the community, promote sufficiency economic values,
build valid knowledge and awareness, value local wisdom and local textiles weaving culture

which conserve natural resources saving and green products.
