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ABSTRACT

The study on the guidelines for prevention and correction the repeated offence of
juveniles in Mae Hong Son province has the following objectives.

1. To analyze the suitability and disadvantages of the guidelines for treating and
rehabilitating juvenile offenders to prevent further law infringement.

2. To find a guideline to prepare and follow-up the juveniles after the acquittal to prevent
and correct their repeated offences in Mae Hong Son province.

3. To study the social, cultural, and economic conditions in the area that are influential to
the guidelines to prevent and correct repeated offences by the juveniles.

4. To study the possibility of implementing the guidelines to prevent and correct repeated
offences by the juveniles before and after the acquittal.

The sources of information included judges and lay judges from Mae Hong Son
Provincial Juvenile and Family Court and prosecuting attorney. Data were acquired from the
officers from Mae Hong Son Provincial Juvenile Observation and Protection Center, including
the Director of the Center, probation officers, and psychologist. Mae Hong Son Provincial Child
Adoption Committee, Interdisciplinary Committee of Mae Hong Son Provincial Juvenile
Observation and Protection Center, specifically psychology and social welfare were also the
sources of information

The results of the study were as follow.

1. The present measure implemented on the juvenile offenders were appropriate as the

judicial administration was significantly different from that for the adults, especially the court



proceedings that allowed improvement and treatment of the juvenile offenders for their return to
the society. However, the judicial administration for juveniles lacked the process that created
awareness and understanding of the other members in the society, resulting in prejudice towards
the juvenile offenders. Moreover, the related government offices and personnel had no
corroboration, leading to incongruent solution.

2. The guideline for pre-acquittal should include training session for the juveniles and
parents to create understanding and improve their life skills so that the parents had understanding
towards the follow-up process and could take care of their child when they had returned to the
society. The appropriate measure for post-acquittal to support and follow-up with the juveniles
was to provide them with education of their interests and potential so as to increase their life
opportunities and career choices.

3. Social and cultural conditions in each area were influential to the treatment and
rehabilitation of the juvenile offenders. Therefore, the guideline to prevent repeated offences by
the juveniles should focus on the way of life, social and cultural conditions of the juveniles.
Culture and customs should be used as a tool to prevent and solve the problems. Also, community
should participate in regulating the measure to prevent, solve, and rehabilitate the troubled
juveniles.

4. The effectiveness of the preventive guideline for repeated offences by the juveniles
depended on the corroboration of the government and people sectors. The community should be

aware of the significance of the follow-up and supervision on the juveniles in the community.
