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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study behavioral problems and their effect as well as
factors associated with behavioral problems in school-aged children with Attention-Deficit
Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD). One hundred and two school-aged children with ADHD were
purposively randomized from Occupational Therapy clinic, AMS Clinical Service Center, Faculty
of Associated Medical Science, Chiang Mai University and Rajanagarindra Institute of Child
Development, Chiang Mai province. The questionnaires used for data collecting included The
Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire (SDQ) and Parenting style questionnaire. Statistical
techniques used to analyze data were descriptive statistic and chi-square. The results revealed that
most of the school-aged children with ADHD had difficulties in hyperactivity/inattention, peer
relation behavior and emotional symptoms behavior. The most had the strengths in pro-social and
conduct behavior. These problems interfere with home life, friendship and classroom learning,
but did not affect leisure activities. The factors significantly related to behavioral problems were
order of birth, number of sibling, getting occupational therapy program, the relationship in family,
