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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this descriptive study was to study the situation and operation factors of
the oral health promotion programs in primary school in Wiang Pa pao district, Chiang Rai
province, 2012. Data were collected by using questionnaire; contains about general information of
the respondents, general context of the schools, oral health promotion activities in schools and
operation factors of the oral health promotion programs. Then, five schools were chosen for in
depth interview with stakeholders who involved working in the health promotion in schools. The
data were obtained during March to September 2013.

It was found that, 37 schools responded, 97.3% were health teachers, 70.3% normal area
schools, 51.4% small schools, 78.4% of schools had only 1 health teacher. Every school managed
the after lunch brushing. 54.1% of schools, student were checked after brushing by class teachers.
Nutrition teachers managed about lunch safety in school. 16.5% of schools, the operator stores
had been trained. 54.1% of schools, canteen sold foods that have negative effect on oral health.

Teachers taught about dental health knowledge conjunction with health education and science.



Every school had oral examination for student by dental personnel. 75.7% of schools told parents
about the dental examination. The most participants were health officials and parents.

Results showed that predisposing factors were: having positive attitude in working,
understanding about oral health promotion and having skills for management and coordination of
health teachers; having positive attitude about oral health care of school administrators, the other
teachers and parents; understanding about good food distribution of the operator stores. Enabling
factors were: good relationship of teachers in school; having a policy and planning about the oral
health promotion programs and the cooperation of stakeholders who involved working in the
health promotion in schools. Reinforcing factors were: the award for health promotion in school;
being place for learning; faith and confidence in the school of student’s parents.

Recommendation, it should be more concern about distribution of foods that have
negative effect on oral health in school. This problem should be solved by participants in order to

create effective oral health promotion programs.
