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ABSTRACT

This study aims were as follow: 1) To analyze the project of D.A.R.E to enhance
social awareness in preventing and solving drug problems of young Chinese in Chiang Dao
border in Chiang Mai province. 2) To study the effects of the D.A.R.E project to create social
awareness in preventing and solving drug problems to practice through a qualitative study
(Qualitative Research). The data described by descriptive. Data collection were gathering by
in-depth interviews from all those involved, including school administrators. Teacher who taught
in Prathom 6, police Officers who are involved in D.A.R.E. project, State officials who are
involved formal and informal, Village leaders, and youth leaders in Arunothai village.

The results showed that the analysis of the D.A.R.E project to enhance social
awareness in preventing and solving drug problems of young Chinese in Chiang Dao border in
Chiang Mai province. The study analyzed in three sections as follow.

Part I: The analysis of the D.A.R.E project was suitable for students in Prathom 6 or

not?. However, the study found that the course of D.A.R.E Project was suitable for students in



Prathom 6 with seniority and maturity. The course content did not made embarrassment to
students. Moreover, it complements both intellectually uninspired rapid acute sensitivity and
emotional maturity.

Part 2: The analysis of people who implement the D.A.R.E project. This study found
that, the D.A.R.E project had special characteristic which provided police officers who have been
trained specifically to be taught in the classroom. They can transfer knowledge to students from
their experiences.

Part 3: Analyze the environmental factors which support the D.A.R.E to be
successful. The study found that, the physical location of Arunothai village located adjacent to the
border with Thailand - Myanmar (Burma) continues illicit production and transporting drugs into
the epidemic in the country continuously. There were an integrated between representatives of
difference sectors and people in the area to against the drugs problems.

The effect occurs from The D.A.R.E project to create social awareness prevent and
resolve drug to implemented. The study found that, the results from the D.A.R.E project had
problems and obstacles in the implementation of the project. Because lack of ongoing projects
and government did not give extensive publicity of D.A.R.E project. Also, none of TV, radio,
newspapers and media monitoring to this project. Moreover, there were lack of publicity given to
the public and the current course provided in limited to only prathom 6, no more even lower or

higher level.
