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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were as follow 1) To study the attitudes and political
activities of the students in Political Science and Public Administration at present, and 2) To study
the attitudes and political role of the students in each course of Political Science and Public
Administration faculty in Chiangmai University. A quantitative research approach was applied to
find answers to the research questions proposed for this study. The study determined the sample
used in the study were 150 bachelor students in Politics disciplines, years 2-4 from the Faculty of
Political Science and Public Administration, 150 bachelor students in Science of Administration
disciplines and 150 bachelor students in International disciplines in Chiangmai University. Total
450 students.

The results found that the attitudes and political activities of the students in Political
Science and Public Administration at present had motived to be participated in political by the
instructor and courses of study. Because the instructor was educated and encouraged students to
awarded the importance of participating in the political process through teaching courses.
Moreover, all the political participation of the students also participated in some political
activities, such as attend to a political debate. Also, convince the family or someone close to vote,
follow the political news, participating in the political elections in local authorities. Nevertheless,

in terms of the demonstrators, the majorities are hardly ever involved.



The Analysis of the students’ role and attitudes in each course in Political Science and
Public Administration found that, the political role of current students decreased dramatically
compared to in the past. Because of many contexts such as political boredom, influenced by the
socio-economic, culture were attracted the attention of the students who took no interest in
political participation seriously in the past. However, there are some comments that the political
role of the current students is not reduced. Therefore, the environments were change from the
original, e.g. economic conditions, technological change. Thus, students do not need to join the
protest fiercely as before. However, they can use the channel of technology to facilitate political

expression.
