ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study students’ English writing ability and to
compare their English reading habits prior to and after a course of instruction using the Double
Entry Journal. The target group consisted of 22 Mathayom Suksa 5/4 students that had enrolled in
the English Reading-Writing course - E32204 during the first semester of the 2011 academic year
at Dhammaraj Suksak School, Amphoe Mueang, Chiang Mai. The research instruments were
lesson plans of the Double Entry Journal, English writing evaluation after using the Double Entry
Journal and English Reading Habit Questionnaires. Data were analyzed by percentage, means and
standard deviation.

The findings are as follows:

1. The students’ English writing ability scores after using Double Entry Journal were
increased gradually in each lesson plan.

2. The students’ reading habits scores after using Double Entry Journal were higher

than those of before using Double Entry Journal.
