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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the effect of composition writing skill practice using GPAS
process and to evaluate the students’ composition writing skill after being taught through GPAS
process. The sample was of the Mathayom Suksa 1 students included 30 students purposively
selected. The instruments used included 10 learning plans to be taught through GPAS, 10
composition writing skill tests, and a learning objective-based composition writing skill
evaluative form composed of 10 items. The findings reveal that, firstly, the effect of composition
writing practice using GPAS process in general was at good level. When specific learning plans
were considered, Learning Plans 1, 3, and 4 were at fair level. Learning 2, and 5-10 were at good
level. Secondly, after learned through GPAS process, the students’ composition writing skill was
at good level. When specific learning plans were considered, students’ composition writing skill
was at good level with all the plans except for the second objective concerning the clearness of

goal for composition writing which was at fair level.
