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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to study the Thai consonant, vowel and final
consonant sounds which were hard to pronounce for the Chinese students studying Thai as a
foreign language. These difficult to pronounce sounds were then used to design Thai
pronunciation exercises for the students. The sample used in the research was composed of 20
Chinese students studying in the associate degree program at Lampang Inter-Tech College in
2011 academic year. The research instrument included four tests of Thai pronunciation, namely,
initial consonant, pronunciation test, consonant cluster pronunciation test, final consonant
pronunciation test, and vowel pronunciation test.. After checking the subjects’ pronunciation of
the difficult sounds, the researcher used the difficult to pronounce sounds to design the
pronunciation skill exercise which came up in 4 exercises, namely, 1) Initial consonant
pronunciation exercise, 2) Consonant cluster pronunciation exercise, 3) Vowel pronunciation
exercise, and, 4) Final consonant pronunciation exercise. The assessment conducted by experts
reveals that the content, pattern, and evaluation of the pronunciation exercises were appropriate at
the highest level with the average mean of 4.72. In addition, the index of consistency of the
pronunciation exercises was .80at the most appropriate level. It can be concluded that the
pronunciation exercises for Chinese students studying Thai as a foreign language were relevant to

the students and could be appropriately applied by the instructors.
