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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate the perception of Chinese culture of 20 students
purposively sampled from Prathom Suksa 6 students enrolled in 2™ semester of 2012 academic
year at Suandek Sankamphaeng School, Chiang Mai Province. The study instrument was the
questionnaire covering 5 aspects about Chinese culture perception of students. The data were
analyzed using in terms of percentage and mean and standard deviation and presented in
descriptive analysis form. The results of the study are as follows

Chinese Culture Perception of Prathom Suksa 6 Students, Suandek Sankamphang
School, Chiang Mai Province from different sources ;

1. Students had perception in Chinese language at a highest level, derived from
learning in school at a high level. General perception was at a middle level.

2. Students had perception in Chinese dressing at a highest level, derived from
learning in school at a high level. General perception was at a middle level.

3. Students had perception in Chinese food at a highest level, derived from learning in
school at a high level. General perception was at a middle level.

4. Students had perception in Chinese traditions and customs at a high level, derived
from reading books, magazines, and newspapers at a middle level. General perception was at a

middle level.



5. Students had perception in China cultural attractions at a high level, derived from
talking with members of families and people around them at a middle level. General perception
was at a middle level.

Suggestions on perception of students in Chinese culture;

1. Students should have understanding about using Chinese language correctly in
accordance with the true meanings of the words.

2. Students should practice more frequently in speaking and pronunciation because
they are yet familiar with Chinese accent.

3. Student should understand and memorize the Chinese characters in order to be able
to use it accurately.

4. School should promote Chinese culture by increasing more periods for learning in
primary students.

5. School should have more Chinese teachers to help them to increase more
perceptions about Chinese culture among students.

6. School should arrange teaching Chinese language that is integrated with activities to
help students to have more perceptions about Chinese culture.

7. School should arrange field trips to Chinese cultural sites in Thailand to help

students to have more perceptions about Chinese culture.
