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ABSTRACT

This study was a survey research aiming at studying the roles of social studies teachers
in organizing the activities to promote good citizenship of Mathayom Suksa 2 students, Montfort
College, Chiang Mai Province. The population for this study was composed of 2 social studies
teachers and 165 Mathayom Suksa 2 students. The instruments used included the questionnaire
asking about the roles of social studies teachers in organizing the activities to promote good
citizenship both inside and outside the classroom of Mathayom Suksa 2 students. The data were
analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The findings reveal that.

1. The social studies teachers performed the roles of organizing activities to promote
good citizenship in the classroom by the activities to promote good citizenship of having public
mind, setting up activities to enhance group process skills to promote unity, and activities to
encourage the students to comply to the good citizenship along the democratic way, and activities
of joining the morality and ethics camp, all at highest level;

2. The social studies teachers performed the roles in organizing activities to promote
good citizenship outside of the classroom at the highest level which included organizing extra-
curriculum activities to obey the laws get along well with the others, participate in the school

activities on special days of the year, taking care of public properties and providing help to and



cooperation with the community, having consciousness in taking care of the environment, and
joining the social activities such as helping the disadvantaged people.

3. The students perceived the social studies teachers performing roles inside the
classroom to promote good citizenship in organizing the activities to promote the students’
concern with the society at large, followed by organizing the group process activities to promote
unity, and the teachers’ role performance in general was a high level.

4. The students perceived that the social studies teachers had performed roles in
organizing activities to promote good citizenship at the highest level in encouraging the students
to co-exist with the others in the society, followed by organizing the activities to encourage the
students to take care of the public properties and provide cooperation with the community. Their

role performance in this regard in general was at high level.
