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ABSTRACT

The thesis “The Speed of Light and Its Effect on Perception” is a work of art that aims
to present feelings and emotions of instability and imagination resulting from perception of
the movement of light. I use metal parts that are creatively put together into a rectangular
container. The details inside the container are various metal parts that are convex-shaped or
curved and put together inside the container. Inside the container is also a laser that creates
movement and reflects images of movement on the metal in order to show the speed of light

and its effect on visual perception.
