ABSTRACT

The Purpose of this study were to 1) design a set of activities for developing creativity of
Prathom Suksa four students, Chumchon Bansai School, 2) to find out the result of using creative
thinking development activities for the students, and 3) to study about the problems of using each
of the development activities. Twenty students of the Prathom Suksa four in the first semester of
the academic year 2013 in Chumchon Bansai School, Maung District, Lampang Province,
Lampang Primary Education Service Office Area 1, were the population in this study. Study
instruments included 8 sets of activities for developing creativity and a creativity measuring test.
The methodologies used for analyzing data were means, percentage, and standard deviation. The
students were found to have increased post-tested creativity in every dimension: fluency, flexibility,
elaboration and originality. The problems included students’ fear of making mistakes
when answering questions and few divergent ideas were shown. Teachers gave unclear

assignment and sometimes, the natural environment did not support students’ imagination.
