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ABSTRACT

This study has three main objectives, namely: (1) to study the flood perceptions of the people in
Pa Sang Sub-district; (2) to study the people’s preparation in coping with the flood incident; and (3)
to recommend from the findings guidelines for the flood management in the study area. Needed data
were collected by means of questionnaire and interviewing from the sampled population of 284
cases and from 7 officials concerned, respectively. The collected data were then analyzed
descriptively by frequency and percentage distributions, mean and standard deviation. Pearson’s
Correlation Coefficient was employed to calculate the correlation between people’s flood

perceptions and preparation to cope with the flood.

Findings from the study can be summarized as followed: (1) flood perception of the people in
Pa Sang Sub-district is found to be high; and (2) people’s preparation for the flood incident is found,
as well, to be high (x is ranged between 3.46 — 3.59). The differences in demographic aspects of the
samples have not affected the flood perception and the preparation for the flood of the people in the
study area. It was also found from the study that the people’s flood perception and preparation has
very less correlation (r values ranged from -0.008 to -0.005). It is recommended from this study
that, the officials concerned should keep the people in the area having flood alert at all time;
information involving with the flood should be shared among the people concerned; opportunity to
participate in flood management should be opened and given to the people; and people themselves

should pay more attention continuously to the flood warning.
