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ABSTRACT

This study analyse operations of the halal business. The geographical scope of this study
is in the three southern border of Thailand. The main objectives are (1) to understand general
information of the halal products in the three provinces, (2) to study the business approaches and
(3) to explore the policy framework to drive the halal business in the three provinces. Data are
from the interviews with 92 halal entrepreneurs, 41 government agencies and private
organisations as well as interviews with seven policy makers in the three provinces. A descriptive
statistics including mean and ratio comparison are used.

The results show that halal entrepreneurs and the related organisations have a high level
of halal knowledge and understanding. The results also show that recently government sectors
also highly support halal activities. However, most of halal entreprenuers in the three provinces
still have a problem in access to the financial resources as well as the trade and investment
incentives. Furthermore the results show that transport costs is the main reason why most of the
halals productions in the three provinces are more than other provinces. The process of halal
standard approval by the islamic committee in the provinces is relatively extensive but the
services are convenient and flexible. In terms of the supporting policies, the regional policy for
the three provinces is still missing, only the regional level such as those that support the

understandings and knowledge about halal, promotion as well as the development and



maintenance of the premises used for the halal related activities, which does not benefit all
stakeholders. The main threats in driving the halal business are the lack of inter-organisations
integrations as well as the lack of operations efforts and continuity. This study found that the halal
business will help solving the unrests in the three provinces. Halal business could generate jobs,
increase incomes and then support the education. The development of halal business could also

bridge the gaps between people and the government agencies in the three provinces.
