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ABSTRACT

This study aim to study overview of export and all variable is exchange rate world gross domestic
product and inflation including to find factor affecting the growth rate of export of the AEC member
countries using panel quantile regression. The data used in research is annual data covering the
period 1998 to 2012.In the first study it was found that value of export of the ASEAN countinue
growth steadily. And a major trading partner is USA, Japan, and China .Exchange rate of the
ASEAN is floating exchange rate. World gross domestic product and inflation is rising. Next the
data was examined by using Levin, Lin, and Chu Test(2002) for first generation of panel unit root Test,
ADF test for unit root test, Pesaran Test(2003) for second generation of panel unit root test and quantile
regression with penalized Fixed Effects.The findings of this study show that the data is stationary in all
variable. And world gross domestic product growth have positive effect in all level of growth rate of
export of AEC member countries. But inflation have negative effect in some level of growth rate of

export of AEC member countries.
