Process of Root Ball were starting cultivation have two separate, from the seedling
culture and stem cuttings. There are two methods of extraction Root Ball dug up were digging and
fermentation.

Found that the economic impact of the
transition from agriculture to Root Ball, the conditions of transport. Values, traditions and local
culture, religious beliefs and cooperation all of the positive impact. The environmental impact. The
impact of forest trees and vegetation were rare. And source of food for the villagers. Have a positive
impact. The soil and water resources such as surface water or groundwater are affected negatively.

Measures to reduce the negative social and environmental impacts from Root Ball. What
should be the first to manage the effects that may occur.
