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Abstract

The study of Perception and People’s Response from the Environment Problems
Resulting from the Operation of the Mae Moh Power Plant and Mine, Lumpang Province had 3
objectives: to 1) study the perception toward environmental and pollution changes as the effect of
Mae Moh Power Plant and Mine’s operation since 2004, 2) study the response of residents in
Tambon Mae Moh, Mae Moe district toward environmental and pollution changes as the effect of
Mae Moh Power Plant and Mine’s operation and 3) recommend solutions for environmental
management.

The study was used qualitative and quantitative research which 315 residents of Ban
Huaw Ped and Ban Huaw King were included as a sample. The results of the study were as
follows:

1. People’s perception toward environmental and pollution changes as the effect of Mae
Moh Power Plant and Mine’s operation was strongly concern about problems. Those problems
were air pollution, vibration and noise pollution, waste water and worthless land.

2. The response of residents toward environmental and pollution changes was revealed

that they were highly concerned about pollution problems and participate in finding solutions.



3. The recommendations were included: 1) To build the confidence for people in solving
problems of Mae Moh Power Plant and Mine, to make people accept solution process, to decrease
doubtful in government’s operation. The government should rehabilitate environment and
people’s life who were resulted from pollution in short, middle and long term. 2) To study effects
of electricity production of Mae Moh Power Plant and Mine to environment, community and
society and provide project evaluation. 3) To evaluate risky in community and provide plan and
regulation for environmental, people’s life and community rehabilitation which results from Mae

Moh Power Plant and Mine according to authentic condition.
