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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are 1) To study the flood disaster management process of
Nong Hoi sub-district municipality, Padad sub-district municipality, Nong Phueng sub-district
municipality and Tha Wang Tan sub-district municipality. 2) To study the flood disaster
management in the contiguous area between. Nong Hoi sub-district municipality, Padad sub-district
municipality, Nong Phueng sub-district municipality and Tha Wang Tan sub-district municipality.
3) To study the external factors that caused by the flood disaster management in the contiguous area
between Nong Hoi sub-district municipality, Padad sub-district municipality, Nong Phueng
sub-district municipality and Tha Wang Tan sub-district municipality.

This study uses the interviews, observations and focus groups under the topic of the
management of the flood disaster of sub-district municipalities that are contiguous in Chiang Mai
Nong Hoi sub-district municipality, Padad sub-district municipality, Nong Phueng sub-district
municipality and Tha Wang Tan sub-district municipality. This study consists of five groups that is
the administrators, the operation groups, the public representative volunteers and the government
agencies. The results of the study are as followed:

1) The flood disaster management of Nong Hoi sub-district municipality, Padad sub-district
municipality, Nong Phueng sub-district municipality and Tha Wang Tan sub-district municipality
consists of 4 processes as followed: The preparation of disaster Prevention and Mitigation,

The Emergency Management, The Evacuation and The Reconstruction. Even though,



the content of the action plan in the Prevention and Mitigation is the same, the only difference is in
the way the action has been taken.

2) The guidelines for the management of flood disaster in the contiguous area between
the municipality is divided into two cases: Nong Hoi sub-district municipality and Padad
sub-district municipality are unofficially cooperated in providing floods information and assisted
each other in the equiptments. For Nong Phueng sub-district municipality and Tha Wang Tan
sub-district municipality, they both cooperate with each other in the relief exercise, the flood relief,
the support of the equipments and personnel according to the mutual agreement made by all
the sub-district municipality under Sarapee district in Chiang Mai province.

3) The external factor caused by the flood disaster management in the contiguous area is
the concrete wall in Padad sub-district municipality to prevent the flood in this area but it brings
the negative effect to the people and the flood disaster management of Tha Wang Tan sub-district
municipality.

The researcher has 2 suggestions to improve the flood disaster management of the
sub-district municipalities that are contiguous in Chiang Mai province as followed:

(1) The municipality should have the specific action plan for the prevention and
flood mitigation by focusing on the activities before and after the flooding. The government should
mandate and authorize local governments to manage the flood disaster.

(2) The municipality in this study should have the action plan for the prevention
and mitigation of the flooding in the area of the contiguous and integrating the action plan before

the disaster, during the disaster and after the disaster.
