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ABSTRACT

Parental pain management in post-operative hospitalized pediatric patients is important and
needs proper management. Obtaining information of related factors could help management of pain
effectively. The purpose of this correlational descriptive research was to examine parental pain
management in post-operative pediatric patients and related factors based on pain management
concept and reviewed literature. The study sample, selected by purposive sampling, included 123
parents of post-operative hospitalized pediatric patients aged from 7-15 years admitted to Chiangrai
Pachanukroh Hospital, Maharaj Nakorn Chiangmai Hospital, and Lampang Hospital from January
to September 2013. The study instruments included 1) the Demographic Data Record Form, 2) the
Parental Knowledge on Pain Management in Post-operative Pediatric Patients Questionnaire, 3) the
Informational Support by Nurses regarding Pain Management in Post-operative Pediatric Patients
Questionnaire, and 4) the Parental Pain Management in Post-operative Pediatric Patients Questionnaire.

Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and Spearman rank correlation.

The study results revealed that 53.7% of parent had knowledge of pain management in post-
operative pediatric patients at a moderate level, 35.8% of parent received the informational support
by nurses regarding pain management in post-operative pediatric patients at a moderate level, and
48.8% of parent did pain management appropriately in post-operative pediatric patients at a

moderate level.



Parental pain management in post-operative pediatric patients was positively and statistically
significant correlated with their knowledge (r= .252, p<.01) and was positively and statistically

significant correlated with the informational support from nurses (1= .355, p<.01).

The results of this study serve as preliminary information for nurses regarding parental pain
management in post-operative pediatric patients. Nurses may use the information in planning to help
parents provide proper pain management and can be used as baseline information for further

research.
