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ABSTRACT

Proper caregiving among caregivers of children with congenital heart disease is important for
children because it helps in reducing the disease’s complications. The purpose of descriptive
correlational research was to study caregiving and related factors among caregivers of children with
congenital heart disease. Samples were 106 caregivers, providing care for children aged 1-6 years
with congenital heart disease, who received follow-up visits at the pediatric clinic Maharaj Nakon
Chiang Mai hospital, Chiang Rai Prachanukroh hospital, and Lampang hospital from March to May
2014. The research instruments, developed by the researcher from the literature review, included the
Knowledge of Congenital Heart Disease, Treatment, and Caregiving Children with Congenital
Heart Disease Questionnaire, the Health Perception Questionnaire, and the Caregiving of Caregivers
of Children with Congenital Heart Disease Questionnaire. The content validity of these
questionnaires were approved by a panel of experts with the value of 1.00, 1.00 and .96,
respectively. The reliability of the questionnaires, using Kuder-Richardson 20 and the Cronbach’s
alpha coefficient, showed the value of .71, .91 and .96, respectively. Data were analyzed using

descriptive statistics and Pearson Rank Correlation. The results revealed that:



1. Samples of caregivers provided caregiving to children with congenital heart disease at a
high level of 75.5%.

2. Samples of caregivers demonstrated the knowledge of congenital heart disease, treatment,
and caregiving of children with congenital heart disease at a high level of 55.7% and their perceived
health was at a high level of 90.6%.

3. Factor of knowledge of congenital heart disease, treatment, and caregiving children with
congenital heart disease was positively statistically significant correlated to caregiving at a moderate
level (1=.510, p<.01), and the factor of health perception was positively statistically significant

correlated to caregiving at a moderate level (=.512, p<.01).

The findings in this study provide preliminary data about knowledge of caregiving of
children with congenital heart disease and related factors. The information may serve as a guide to

promote caregiving of children with congenital heart disease.
