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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were aimed to translate the Dynamic Occupational Therapy
Cognitive Assessment for Children (DOTCA-Ch) in Orientation, Spatial Perception and Thinking
Operations subtests to Thai version with WHO translation and back-translation process to examine
its internal consistency, inter-rater reliability and test-retest reliability. The participants consisted of

38 intellectual impairments and learning disabilities between the ages of 6—12.

Results from this study revealed high internal consistency in Orientation subtest (Ol =.83),
Spatial Perception subtest (0L =.82) and Thinking Operations subtest (0L =.82), high interrater
reliability in Orientation subtest (ICC=.83), Spatial Perception subtest (ICC=.84) and Thinking
Operations subtest (ICC=.74) and test-retest reliability showed Orientation subtest (ICC=.84)
Spatial Perception subtest (ICC=.86) and Thinking Operations subtest (ICC=.85). This result
indicated that the DOTCA-Ch in Orientation, Spatial Perception and Thinking Operations subtests,
Thai version had acceptance criteria of psychometric evidence in internal consistency, inter-rater
reliability and test-retest reliability that might be used as an appropriate assessment tools in Thai

children.
