Thesis Title Expanding of Economic Role by Vietnamese Diaspora in Nakhon

Phanom Municipality from 1945 to 2010

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis is to study the expansion of economic role of Vietnamese migrants in
Nakhon Phanom municipal area from 1945 to 2010. It shows that, at the very beginning of their migration
to Nakhon Phanom, on status as “Vietnamese migrants”. they were advocated by the townsmen and Thai
government during the period of Prime Minister Pridi Banomyong (1945 — 1946). Due to the intensive
anti-communism policy of Thai Government during the Cold War. The status of “Vietnamese migrants”
of those people had been changed to be communists who had malevolence towards the country. religion
and monarchy. At the meantime, the Government issued the law to restrict Vietnamese migrants’ rights
that making them inferior to Thai citizens and even losing the rights the deserve to as a human. These
brought them to confront multiple problems and difficulties in their lives and in order to survive, they had
to adjust themselves in many ways particularly in terms of economy; some of them did illegal jobs.
worked industriously hard and incredible economized. At the same time, they must tried to keep in touch
with local people and grabbed any new chances during the period of U.S. Military Base to accumulate

funds.

Although they could accumulate large amount of funds during 1957-1977. they encountered the
risk of investment due to the lacking of stability and security in life and property; therefore, they had to be
circumspect in all investments. After the Cold War ended. Thai government implemented the foreign
policy restoring a relationship with Vietnam, along with the tourism promotion. These made the
Vietnamese culture in Nakhon Panom highly benefited to these policies. Furthermore. Thai government
finally decided to implement the policy on granting Thai citizenship to the descendant of Vietnamese

migrants; this has changed their legal state since then. As a result. Vietnamese migrants were ready to use
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their funds investing in medium and large scale. of businesses and some at last became the owners of
many important businesses in Nakhon Phanom. According to secure and strengthen their businesses. they
expanded their roles into a local politic and participated in the international public beneficial
organizations. They also conveyed the meaning of “The Vietnameseness” through “Ao Dai”. Ho Chi
Minh House, Vietnamese Memorial Clock Tower, “Tet Festival” (Vietnamese New Year). In addition,
they put forwards an idea of establishing Kon Dee Sri Nakhon museum so as to underline the value of
being “Vietnamese-Nakhon Phanom”. And until the present time. they have been influential on economy

and politics of Nakhon Phanom municipal area.
