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ABSTRACT

The study, Problems and Obstacles of the Implementation of Kingdom’s Unity for Victory
over Drugs Strategic Plan B.E.2555 : A Case Study of Drug Treatment Behavioral Alteration
Camps, Sansai District, Chiang Mai Province, aimed to: (1) describe the results of
the implementation of the Drug Treatment Behavioral Alteration Camps in Sansai district based on
the Kingdom’Unity for Victory over Drugs Strategic Plan B.E.2555, (2) examine and analyze
problems and obstacles in organizing the Drug Treatment Behavioral Alteration Camps in
Sansai district based on the Strategic Plan B.E.2555, as well as the causes or factors contributing to

those problems and obstacles, (3) study and suggest the solutions for drug users.

By using the framework of drug treatment under the Kingdom’s Unity for Victory over
Drugs Strategic Plan B.E.2555, the implementation and participation concepts were employed to
analyze the results of the Drug Treatment Behavioral Alteration Camps, Sansai District.
This research is a qualitative study. Data were collected from related documents, and in-depth
interviews with the samples: deputy district officers and personnel from the security forces office,
Sansai district public health officers, registered nurses from Sansai hospital, officers from

sub-district health promoting hospitals in Sansai district, sub-district and village heads, as well as



community leaders in Sansai district, camp participants and their families, as well as those

persuaded to join the camps, but failed to attend, and their families.

The results showed that Sansai district had organized four Drug Treatment Behavioral
Alteration camps, and could persuaded 95 out of 403 participants as targeted by the government.
It had also reduced the duration, and modified the activities of the camps. It was found that the drug
users participated in the camp repeated the abuse, and did not report themselves according to
the appointment made by the authorities. Problems and obstacles of the implementation, however,
were that the participants were not voluntary. Instead, they were forced to join the camps,
and some of them were not drug users. In addition, local administrative organizations did not
participate in the camps, and entrepreneurs did not allow their employees to join the camps.
Moreover, sub-district and village heads, as well as community leaders, could persuade only
a small number of participants, and people in the community did not cooperate since they viewed
drug users negatively. They also feared that they would be harmed if they disclosed the names of

drug users.

As a result, the researcher would like to suggest that drug policies must be flexible.
The authorities and people in the community must be involved in finding solutions of drug problems
in the community in all levels. In addition, there must be a system or alternative rehabilitation
activities, problem hearing, and consulting. For the evaluation of the drug treatment, we should
focus on the performance that would actually help drug users reduce or stop using drugs. Although
there may be a small number of participants, it should be better than forcing many drug users to
attend the camps unsuccessfully. These suggestions must be carried out with modified conception

and negative views of society towards drug abusers.
