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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the relationships and the beta weights
among some factors that affect success in learning by two aspects, i.e. learning achievement and the
result of the evaluation of the knowledge, ability and skills of students follow the purpose of the
multilingual school under the Thailand Education Hub project, and the overview. The sample used
in the research included the 265 Mathayom Suksa 2 and 3 students studying in the first semester of
the Academic year 2013 from 4 Multilingual schools under the Thailand Education Hub project of
the office of the Basic Education Commission. The research instrument consisted of the
questionnaire used to measure the related factors including achievement motivation, learning
attitude, future orientation, self-esteem and English learning aptitude, and evaluation form used to
evaluate students’ knowledge, ability and skills follow the purpose of the multilingual schools under
the Education Hub. The discrimination values (t-value) and the reliability of the questionnaire were
1.68 to 11.13 and .95 to .97 respectively. The data were analyzed by using basic statistics,
correlation coefficient of Pearson (Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient), multivariate
multiple regression (MMR) and univariate multiple regression (MR). The findings of this research
were as follows :

1. The correlation coefficients among the five factors: achievement motivation, learning
attitude, future orientation, self-esteem, and English-learning aptitude, and two aspects: learning

achievement and the result of the evaluation of the knowledge, ability and skills of students follow



the purposes of the multilingual schools under the Thailand Education Hub project were statistical
significance at the level of .01. The correlation coefficients were .536 to .730

2. The beta weight of achievement motivation (,8 =.390) and English-learning aptitude
(,8 =.348) that affected the learning achievement aspect were statistically significant at the level of
.01 with the affecting levels at 47.97% and42.80% respectively. In addition, altogether, the five
factors were able to predict the learning achievement at the affecting level of 54.60%.The beta
weight of English-learning aptitude (ﬁ =.352), future orientation (ﬁ =.235) and achievement
motivation (,B =.198) that affected the result of the evaluation of the knowledge, ability and skills
of students follow the purposes of the multilingual schools under the Thailand Education Hub
project aspect were statistically significant at the level of .01 with the affecting levels at
38.94%,26.00% and21.90% respectively. The five factors were able to predict this aspect at the
affecting level of 61.20%.The beta weight of English-learning aptitude (,B =324) and future
orientation (,3 =.273) that affected the overview of the success in learning were statistically
significant at the level of .01 with the affecting levels at 38.71%,32.62% respectively. In the
meanwhile, the beta weight of achievement motivation (,3 =.129) that affected the overview were
statistically significant at the level of .05 with the affecting levels at 15.41%. And all the five
factors predicted the affecting of 52.50% in the overview of the success of learning in the
Multilingual Schools Under Thailand Education Hub Project of The Office of the Basic Education

Commission.
