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Abstract

This participatory action research (PAR) is taken to be used as a tool for developing
performance and potential of teachers and other concerned to provide effective learning resources of
Thai reading and writing for students with learning disabilities in primary education level 1 — 3.
There are 3 dimensions for this study: 1) Developing teacher performance and potential to provide
effective learning resources of Thai reading and writing for students with learning disabilities, 2)
Participation of parents (guardians) in learner development process, and 3) Participation of
multidisciplinary professionals in learner development process and an evaluation of Thai reading
and writing skills of the students. Major targets for this research are Sexperienced Thai teachers who
teach students with learning disabilities voluntarily and 5 students in their class. Minor targets are
parents (guardians), multidisciplinary professionals such as an occupational therapist, a supervisor,
and a researcher as a special teacher. There are 2 phases for this study: 1) Teacher development
phase, and 2) Action phase for teachers to prepare and provide learning resources for developing
students based on the research objectives with some teaching equipment such as screening, updated
Thai language curriculum, an analysis of students and curriculum, individualized education plan
(IEP),individual implementation plan (IIP), tests, fieldwork record. These items will be verified
their correctness with index of item objective congruence (IOC) by 3 specialists. There is also
equipment for collecting information such as meeting minutes form, voice recording, and a

satisfactory survey.



Information will be analyzed in 2 ways: quality analysis by noticing, summarizing collected
information and recording, and quantitative analysis by finding out the mean values ( X) and
percentages (P) from evaluated scores before and after developing writing and reading skills of the
students. After conducting the participatory action research (PAR) for developing teacher
performance and potential to provide effective learning resources, there are 5 participated teachers
joining this research from 5 schools. 2 of them are from leading inclusive schools and the rest 3 are
from general joint school. Parents and guardians of the students are quite different in general
background and willing to join this research with the teachers. In the process of developing teacher
performance and potential, the parents (guardians) and the teachers has discussed together, then it is
found that the teachers should be improved and developed their performance and potential 6 parts
by the multidisciplinary professionals who expert in different specific skills.

After planning 4 practical activities for developing teacher performance and potential in the
meeting, the teachers has joined, acted and observed themselves. It is found that the teachers can
develop and improve their performance and potential effectively in many parts such as 1) screening
students with reliable methods and equipment to know who has learning disabilities, 2) adjusting the
suitable curriculum for the students with learning disabilities by analyzing, discussing and
improving, 3) developing participation from parents (guardians) more, 4) creating and providing
suitable and interesting learning resources which are connected well to the curriculum, and 5)
having more participation in evaluating the study result of Thai reading and writing of the students.
From the teachers’ reflections, it is found that the teachers can design a proper method to develop
themselves effectively when there is participation from the parents (guardians) and the
multidisciplinary professionals After participating to the participatory action research from the
teachers, the teachers have adapted this knowledge to filter the problems, analyzed and set the
individualized education plan (IEP) with the parents (guardians) for Thai reading and writing. This
program has been used to improve and develop Thai reading and writing skills of the students with
disabilities in primary education 1 — 3.

The overall result after the tests is very good. It accounts for 75.07% of overall scores
divided to reading skill 74.93% and writing skill 73.80%. Everyone is really satisfied with the

result.
