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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to determine the prevalence rete and associated factors of
offense in schizophrenic patients. Seventy-three schizophrenic patients admitted at Suanprung
hospital between January 2014 and May 2014 were included and evaluated. This findings showed
that prevalence rate of offense was 1.4%. However, those patients with risk to take offense was as
high as 15.1%. Significant associated factors of offense in those patients were not found. In summary,
this study suggests that the prevalence rate of offense in schizophrenia. Was quite low. This study
was also not found the associated factors of offense in those patients. However, further studies with

large sample size should be conducted to confirm this findings.
