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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare the students’ English vocabulary
knowledge and grammatical knowledge before and after using story-song activities and to study
their listening-speaking abilities during using song activities. The target group was 32 students of
Prathom Suksa 6 who enrolled in Basic English in the second semester of the 2012 academic year
at Baan Rim Tai School, Chiangmai. The research instruments consisted of 10 lesson plans using
song activities, the vocabulary knowledge tests, the grammartical knowledge tests and the
listening-speaking evaluation form. The data obtained were analyzed for the mean, standard
deviation and percentage.

The findings of the study revealed that

1. After being taught through song activities, students increased their English
vocabulary knowledge.

2. After being taught through song activities, students increased their English
grammartical knowledge.

3. All students’ listening-speaking abilities passed the criteria set (60%). 40.63% of
them was at the good level, 34.37 % of them was at the excellent level and 25% of them was at

the moderate level after learning through song activities.
