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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate the students’ English summary writing
ability and critical thinking after using START. The target group was 45 Mathayom Suksa 4/1
students who studied Reading and Writing English course (E31202) in the first semester of the
academic year 2013 at Wattanothaipayap School, Muang District, Chiang Mai Province.
The experimental instruments consisted of 7 START lesson plans. The collecting data
instruments were the summary writing evaluation forms and the critical thinking tests.

The data were analyzed for mean, standard deviation, and percentage.

The findings were as follows:

1. After the students were taught through START, their English summary writing ability

scores were at an average level, passing the pre-set criteria of 60 percent.

2. After the students were taught through START, their critical thinking scores were at a

high level, passing the pre-set criteria of 60 percent.
