Use of Participatory Process Target
groups are Thirty-five restaurant owners, food center manager and responsible local officer which
participated four Participatory processes as follows: 1) Participatory Decision Making process
2) Participatory Implementation process 3) Participatory Benefits 4) Participatory Evaluation by
having common target activities, common projects and evaluation activities.

The results led to six improving-way projects as follow: 1) Food Sanitation training
project 2) Food center primary self-evaluating project (Friend to friend) 3) Food center food
sanitation regulations setting project 4) Drainage and waste water treatment improvement project
5) Waste management project 6) Restrooms improvement project . Post-evaluation after six
improving-way projects show that hundred per cent restaurant owners at Malin Plaza food center
standardize “Clean Food Good Taste” project of Department of Health, Ministry of Public Health
standard.
