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ABSTRACT

This research highlights the role of law that manages the problems on land use, specifically
in land reform area around University of Phayao. To explain the reasons of the change of land use
and the role of law which creates guideline concerning land use due to the growth of the
University.This researchapplies theory of law and development, theory of law and economics as a
tool to analyze the guidelinesto solve problems in the area. The theory of law and development is a
tool that explain how the development happened in this area relatesto implementation of legal
mechanism to conduct land use in the land reform project. These theorieshelp to explainthe
relationship between law and behavior patterns of people in this area, also this concept theories can
help this research to comprehend the impact of legislative or legal measures to solve the problem of
land use in the area. To conduct the research, this study uses the data from interviewsof
householdswho manage thedormitoryin the area around the University of Phayao, and also analyzes

the regulations concerning land reform and land use planning.

This research finds that using the guidelines of the Agricultural Land Reform Office in the
management of land use is the main approach to resolve this problem. The main solution is to
strengthen the law enforcement of areas for residence and business to support the reform of
agricultural land. The Agricultural and Land Reform Act B.E. 2518, Section 30, Paragraph 5. The

solution still bases on the status of the reservation as land reform as the provision according to the



law.The measures to resolve the two levels, namely: first level is to handle the urgent problem on
land use which is violated the law; and second level is to prevent the new violation. The ways to
solve problem two levels has to do at the same time in the development area. An approach that the
government would do is to encourage and promote the direction of development rather than to

strictly control the land use around the University of Phayao.
