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ABSTRACT

The aim of this thesis is to study the relationship between the Beads of Dvaravati found in
the archeological site of Central and Southern Thailand, and the the pattern of trade and religion
between ancient India and the territory of Dvaravati. 1. The objective of this study is determine the
relationship of the commercial and religious communities in the traditional Indian community of
Dvaravadi Archeological Site. 2. To study the result of the relationship of trade and religion between
the ancient Indian community and the territory of Dvaravati. The methodology is qualitative research
consiting of gathering imformation from archaeological evidences. The explaination and analysis is

based on archaeological theory, cultural history, and Functionalism in Archaeological theory.

The study found that the relationship between ancient Indian contract with living marine trade
routes to Suvarnabhumi is important. They create an ancient community near the coast of
Suwannaphumi. It create as a trade station between the west, and middle east countries and India.
Especially important is the trade with India during the 11-16 th centuries. It caused the religious and
commercial phenomenon that is : 1. A model of the traditional trade between India and
Suwannaphumi. Especially impactful are the beads found in ancient Dvaravati an archeological site
of central and southern Thailand. The beads are an item that confirms the trade between regions which
illustrates the spread of culture and cultural mix that influenced the trade extensively in Dvaravati

culture. 2. The beaded items from India can describe relationships patterns, religion. That is illustrated



by merchants arriving with foreign trade from India and while treveling to trading ports, established
a community of merchants who ware Buddhist monks. Therefore a religious movement occurred and

spread in Dvaravati culture.

The field of trade is an effective way to blend two important points of culture. Now, local people
have started to produce the bead in the archaeological site in the South. Quan, is a process to produce
more with the use of technology while using some raw materials from India and neighboring
territories. In addition, the production of beads on site has spread outwards. Quan, is a popular item
in the local community’s central area and the Dvaravati Site in Thailand. As a result, a religious
association found that the population of Dvaravati has Buddhist beliefs. Dvaravati and Mahayana,
which both flourished in different regions of the country, into India joined with the beliefs of the

natives, crafted a unique pattern of Buddhism in Dvaravati culture.
