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ABSTRACT

This study titled “Forest Management in Form of Networks in Tanuae Sub-district,
Mae On District, Chiang Mai Province” aimed at analyzing 1) the cause for network cooperation;
2) the roles and interaction of each operator in each process; and 3) the factors which affected
the success in network building of forest management in Tanuae Sub-district, Mae On District,
Chiang Mai Province. This qualitative research collected data by non-participant observation and
semi-structured interview from 4 sectors: people, government, independent entities, and academic
section related to the forest management of Tanuae Sub-district. In addition, data were collected

from related documents. Then, data were analyzed.

The results found that cause of network cooperation for forest management of Tanuae
Sub-district caused from the main reasons as the following: 1) situation and surroundings;

2) restriction of government system; 3) providing legal opportunity; 4) co-objectives and goal

In terms of roles and interaction of each operator in each forest management process of Tanuae
Sub-district Mae On District, Chiang Mai Province, it was found that people took the most
important role in all process which focused on the participation of local people. However, other

operators took the roles to promote and support more effective and concrete process.

Furthermore, the following factors affected the success in building forest management network of

Tanuae sub-district: 1) community strength, 2) co-experience of people in the community,



3) government rules and regulations, 4) support from government and external organizations,
5) team working, 6) community customs and traditions, 7) creating acceptance towards outer society
by using systematic system for collecting data about forest area. The obstacles of the implementation
were as follows: 1) budget, 2) legal authority, 3) knowledge and understanding of people in the

community, and 4) confliction among people and government.

Recommendations were divided into two parts: 1) Setting concrete authority and function to local
government organization and obvious guidelines to cooperate with the central organization related
to natural resource management, and 2) Supporting cooperation among people, government,

independent organization and academic sector.

Therefore, suitable approach for natural resources management was the network based management
which concerning the cooperation. Moreover, explicit authority and function should be defined for
the local government organization, as well as budget increase for natural resource maintenance.
The personnel and people in the community should also be provided knowledge about related

policies or legal provisions.
