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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independence thesis titled “Woman Rights According to Mary
Wollstonecraft’s Political Thought” were to study and find answers of Mary Wollstonecraft about
Woman’s Rights by reflecting the political concept in her writing named “A Vindication to the
Rights of Woman”(1792) together with studying the factors effecting of her thinking thru her

personal background, social background, culture and politics.

This study employed Qualitative Research and Documentary Research, The researcher used
Hermeneutics methodology, This study was based on interpretation and in order to interpret her
writing ,The Research framework are about the analysis of textual and analyze her background
such as family, social, culture and political events that influence her thinking. After having
knowledge of answers in this study by analyzing as above mentioned and interpreting important
political concepts in the 18th century, it could be said that her writing was one of the era of

intellectual illumination and being feminism.

From this study results, it was found that the ideas of Political Rights according to her
writing can be classified into 6 main issues; there were issues of Woman and Feminity, Men and
Masculinity Education, Sexuality, Marriage and Slavery. From interpretation of her political

concepts, saw that she was a philosopher who had faith in Liberalism, Republic and Democracy,



and that was why it became her own political concept, education and family rights of women in her

time that women were mostly subjected and oppressed by the social position hold by males.

For the factors effecting her concepts of Woman’s Rights were from her social

background, family, education and people around who supporting her.

Finally, it can be concluded that Woman’s Rights according to her ideas, Mary
Wollstonecraft’s Political Thought, made visible linked on her experiences as the author of
“A Vindication to the Rights of Woman” (1792) and political condition in that period of
A Revolution in France in the year 1789 including the social context that influence her thinking
which the movement of equal rights of woman that was new and not widespread as today, anyway,

this movement was consistent and adhere to the philosophy of Liberalism and Reasons.
