Ethnic and Religious Identities

ABSTRACT

This thesis studies the food distributed within Ban Haw Market, Mueng District, Chiang Mai
Province. There are two major points of the finding. First is to understand the interaction between
ethnic identity and religious identity manifested through the taste of food. The Chinese migrated
from Yunnan had brought with them certain ethnic food, for example, pickled lettuce. The change
of its taste has been closely related to different historical and cultural contexts. Once in Thailand,
there has been cultural combination between Thai and Yunnanese Chinese tastes and local
knowledge in the process of food production. The taste of pickled lettuce has been adapted to suit
Thai tongue but still preserves certain characteristics of Yunnanese Chinese. In the buying and
selling process, the vendors often claim about “original and authentic” Yunnan taste and pickle-
preparation techniques. However, the study discovers that the buyers also used similar claim of their
experiences of Yunnanese taste and pickle-making technique to judge the different qualities of
different pickled lettuces offered in the market. Moreover, the study also finds out that sometime,
there is a complicated and shifting relationship between religious identity and ethnic identity in
judging and choosing to buy pickled lettuce. Buyer who gives priority to “authentic Yunnanese
taste” tends to ignore the possibility that certain vendor may mix liquor which is prohibited in
Muslim food in the pickled lettuce. On the other hand, buyer who cares for religious purity tends to

ignore the “originality” of Yunnanese taste.

Second major point of this thesis deals with the trade route of certain food, namely Kangpa beef.
The study investigates trade route of cow starting from India where people do not eat beef, and how

cows are smuggled across the border into Bangladesh and then to Myanmar where Karen ethnic



group are middlemen. Then, cows are brought across Thai-Burmese border to Chiang Mai. On the
route, there are interactions between people from different ethnic groups and religious identities
including interactions between middlemen and Thai officials. There are techniques to decrease the
cost of importing cows into Thailand. In different areas of the route, ethnic and religious identities
play different roles. For example, in the beginning and middle part of trade route in India and
Myanmar, ethnic identity prevails. But in the later part of the trade especially after the cows arrive
at cow market in Chiang Mai and then distributed to slaughter houses, religious identity plays
important role for Muslim people, namely religious purity must be exercised in slaughter process.
Moreover, the Mosque committee of Ban Haw, which usually give priority to their ethnic identity,
gives consent to choose a Pathan middleman as the sole provider of cows used in their religious rite.

This case indicates how religious identity transgress ethnic boundary.
