ABSTRACT

This thesis is a study on local medicine which is used to heal mental illness in Northern
Thai society. The study was conducted in local healing places utilizing monks and spirit mediums in
the outer districts of ChiangMai province. Both are widely famous for local people and others. This
study collected information about local healers and helpers by in-depth formal and informal
interviews.

Nowadays, modern medicine plays an important role in healing people’s sickness, both
physical and mental. Modern medicine has become mainstream knowledge to explain health and
establish mental health institutes. Although most patients choose to be treated in mental hospitals
first, it is sometimes not effective and leads to chronic illness in many cases. Therefore, they need to
find other healing methods including local medicine.

The results of the study demonstrated three points. The first finding is that local healing
places play important roles in healing mental illness when modern medicine is not effective.
Second, local healers improve and mix concepts and methods of healing for present-day situations
by explaining illnesses as being related to everyday life such as behaviors which make people
stressed. Moreover, local healers employ intermedical relation with local and modern medical

knowledge, as well as scientific principle to support their explanation with regard to causes and



methods of local healing. This includes, modern medical terminology usage to give explanations
associated with current issues to the people. Lastly, local healers adopt “professionalization” to gain
acceptance in healing. Such professionalization is conducted through moral legitimacy, various

fields of healing knowledge, and healing efficacy.
